 Demolition of School Property  

President Schroeder opened a pub-
lic hearing on the demolition of the 
Howe building.  Dena Sprecher, 
Karla Kahler, and Linda Trudo all 
addressed the board with questions, 
concerns, and comments about the 
demolition of the building.  Lori An-
derson shared she was there to lis-
ten as a city council member of com-

munity thoughts about the land and 
area.  Following comments, Schro-
eder closed the public hearing and 
shared a summary of information 
on the multi-year process to date 
that brought the board to this deci-
sion.  Burton then moved to approve 
the resolution for the demolition of 
school property.  Bergstrom second-
ed.  Motion carried 5-0.

Construction
Thomsen moved to approve the 

certificates of substantial comple-
tion on the activities center project 
for Badding Construction, Kruck 
Plumbing, and Jaspering Electric.  
Van Sickle seconded.  Motion car-
ried 5-0.

Substitute Pay Rates
Bergstrom moved to approve 

substitute pay rates for 2021-22 with 
the only change from the previous 
year to the substitute nurse rate, 
matching the substitute teacher 
rate.  Thomsen seconded.  Motion 
carried 5-0.

Policy Revisions
The board reviewed recommend-

ed policy changes.  Burton moved 
for the first reading of revised pol-
icies 200.3, 206.1, 213, 213.1, 
302.5, 303.6, 412.3, 501.14, 501.15, 
502.3, 505.5, 603.6, 604.1, 606.2, 
701.2, 711.2, 803.1, 903.1, 903.2, 
and 905.2.  Van Sickle seconded.  
Motion carried 5-0.

Bergstrom moved for the first 
reading for the addition of new 
policies 401.14, 502.3R1, 804.6, 
804.6R1, and 905.3.  Thomsen sec-
onded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Burton moved for the first reading 
to rescind policies 504.3, 504.3R1, 
and 711.2R2.  Van Sickle seconded.  
Motion carried 5-0.

The board calendar was re-
viewed.

Elementary Principal Report
Amy Krause spoke positive-

ly about the work of the Building 
Leadership Team this month.  The 
elementary is excited to welcome 
back staff, students, and families.  
She also extended a thank you to 
the maintenance team for their hard 
work in preparing the building for 
the upcoming school year.  She also 
reported the elementary has signed 
up to participate in the Iowa Healthi-
est Walk on October 6th.  

Secondary Principal Report
Maury Ruble also spoke on the 

great work of his Building Leader-
ship Team this month in reviewing 
data and setting goals for the up-
coming year.

Superintendent Report
Dr. Dodge provided an update to 

the board on the hail damage insur-
ance claim.  The district is working 
with the insurance company to get 
repairs and replacements started.  
The administrative team will focus 
COVID-19 mitigation efforts on 
continuing good hygiene and addi-
tional cleaning practices adopted 
last school year and will continue to 
encourage, but not mandate, mask 
wearing inside buildings.  They will 

also be examining how to safely 
include parents back into the build-
ings.
