If you file a written 
demand, the sale will be delayed 
until twelve months (or six months if 
the petition includes a waiver of de-
ficiency judgment) from the entry of 
judgment if the mortgaged property 
is your residence and is a one-fami-
ly or two-family dwelling or until two 
months from entry of judgment if the 
mortgaged property is not your res-
idence or is your residence but not 
a one-family or two-family dwelling.  
You will have no right of redemption 
after the sale.  The purchaser at the 
sale will be entitled to immediate 
possession of the mortgaged prop-
erty.  You may purchase at the sale.
